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Cueing in three dimensions means having a
keen sense that some clicsts and classes will in-
terprel meaning from what they hear come ot of
our mouths in terms of not onky words, but tone
and volume as well The sucoess of prodominantly
visually taught disciplines, such as Zunsba®, con-
frm that others will receive mcaning from what
they soe us do with our body language 54l oth
ers will derive mearing based on how our over-
all communication makes them feel, These three
dimensions of cuging help us addeess the greas-
est number of learmers in the greatest number
of ways becasse cucing exdusively in onc realm,
such as beading a dass without speaking, cannol
ever teach succemdully to 100% of vudents, Theee-
dimensional cucing, therefore, applies 16 all of to-
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day’s teachers and tralners, regard-
less of discipline.
